WCT members and their family members who complete the course may receive a subtraction of 

up to four points on their driving records. This applies only to points for violations occurring 
within the 18 months immediately before course completion. It does not affect points for earlier 

violations and can never be used as a “credit” for future points. Points may be reduced only 

once in any 18-month period.
